Since its introduction from China no later than the fourth century, Buddhism in Korea has
developed into a unique tradition and cultural phenomenon. Hosting the life of monks
as well as the various acts of devotion and learning, monasteries are the centerpiece
to observe both ancient and modern forms of Korean Buddhism. With ancient urban
sites all gone to ruins and due to the relative waning of Buddhism in the recent past
centuries, the best examples of monasteries are now found in remote mountainous
places scattered across the peninsula. In due recognition to the outstanding importance
of these monastic sites, UNESCO has registered seven of them in particular as a World
Heritage Site in 2018. The talk introduces these seven “mountain monasteries” (or sansa

Dr. Pia Brancaccio is Professor of Art History at Drexel University in Philadelphia, USA.
She has done extensive research on Buddhist art in ancient South Asia, with a special
focus on the ancient regions of Gandhara and the Western Deccan. She s a longstanding
member of the ltalian Archaeological Mission in Pakistan, and her publications on
Gandharan art include the co-edited volume Gandharan Buddhism: Archaeology, Art
and Text (UBC Press, 2006), in addition to several articles and book chapters. She is
currently investigating the relationships between Buddhist art and drama in Gandhara.

The lecture will discuss the rich Gandharan production of Buddhist art (2nd -3rd ¢., CE)
with special emphasis on narrative reliefs and icons depicting the Buddha, as well as
stupas enshrining sacred relics. The artistic evidence will be examined from an original
vantage point highlighting placement, visual sources and ritual uses for Buddhist art
and architecture uncovered in the Peshawar plain and in the Swat valley of Pakistan.
The focus will be placed on selected Buddhist narratives that reflect religious concerns
unique to this ancient frontier region of the Northwest of the Indian Subcontinent.

This talk introduces two major visual concepts, coexisting within the chosen time slot of
the first and second centuries CE, on the soil of the modern Indian state. This phase saw
the earliest statues and relief panels of the Buddha, and Bodhisattvas, created by stone
sculptors of the art centre of Mathura. Quite a different, earlier tradition was continued
further to the south, largely consisting of narrative reliefs. Stupa no. 1 at Sanchi will be
serving as an example for demonstrating its characteristics. Special attention will be given
to lifelike scenes of devotion focusing on an ‘invisible presence’ of Buddha Shakyamuni.
